Top Tips
Make sure you know how to block instant messenger con-

tacts. By adjusting your account settings only approved 

friends can contact you. They will not be told you have 

blocked them; you will just appear offline in your contacts list, 

so they cannot contact you.

You can always delete a contact if you don’t wish to talk to 

them anymore.
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
